Inseminated queens only winter over. In the spsimg emerges and builds her own nest, she will
not inhabit a previous nest. Her nest is constdiof chewed-up cellulose material which she
will begin and after worker bees are developedy thd take over that job and she will only lay
eggs from that time on. The nest is made up ¢$,0ehch one contains an egg which is fed pro-
tein material and nectar. These cells are cowsitda paper envelope. The nest will continue to
grow throughout the season. In the fall at the@rtie season the nest will die, which includes
the founding queen and workers. The exceptiohatdll the queens and males which were
reared at the end of the season will fly away aatemThe males soon die and the intimated
qgueens will winter over for the following seasomdhe cycle continues next year.

The sting of the Yellowjacket can be multiple peeb During the season they may sting, espe-
cially if you are near the entrance to their ndsdter in the season in the fall the queen willtein
over, but all the rests of the colony is dying witleir throats closing down not allowing them to
eat. Needless to say they are angry and will stitigout being provoked. Many times the
gueens have been known to hibernate in your woedfihat is a concern when you are bringing
it inside for your fireplace or woodstove. As thegrm up they become active again thinking it is
springtime and you could have a yellow jacket fiyaround inside.
